Whenever they have a dispute, it is brought to me, and I decide between the 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

  

  

 The New International Version of the Bible is used throughout 



parties and inform them of God’s decrees and instructions.” 

Moses’ father-in-law replied, “What you are doing is not good. You and 

these people who come to you will only wear yourselves out. The work is 

too heavy for you; you cannot handle it alone. ... 

Moses listened to his father-in-law and did everything he said. He chose 

capable men from all Israel and made them leaders of the people, officials 

over thousands, hundreds, fifties and tens. They served as judges for the 

people at all times. The difficult cases they brought to Moses, but the sim-

ple ones they decided themselves. 

Then Moses sent his father-in-law on his way, and Jethro returned to his 

own country.”
